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Paying for Scrip

In order to make the scrip
fundraising program as cost
effective as possible, we ask
that you pay for scrip purchases
using the “PrestoPay” feature
provided by the Shop With Scrip
website. PrestoPay is an
electronic payment method,
similar to PayPal, linked to your
checking or savings account.
Registering for PrestoPay takes
about 3 steps and is fully
activated in about 3 days. To
register for PrestoPay, loginto
Shopwithscrip.com and click on
the PrestoPay tab.

Some scrip arders can not be
purchased with PrestoPay. You
will know if PrestoPay is a
payment option if it appears as
an option on the payment
screen at the end of the
ordering process. If PrestoPay
doas not appear as a payment
option, “Check” will be the only
payment option listed. For
orders that can not be
purchased with PrestoPay, we
ask that you authorize the
Kazoo School business manager
to process an electronic debit
directly from your bank account
to the school’s bank account.

Maximizing Your Profits

Kazoo School tuition contracts require families to raise a minimum 5150 in Scrip profit by the end of the school year. Many families
consistently exceed their minimum Scrip profit obligation by several hundred dollars. Here are some keys to being one of them:

+ Get started now — Don't wait to get started. Sign up today and start ordering.

s  Order consistently — Get in the habit of ordering on a frequent, regular basis.

. Know where you Shop— Make a list of the merchants and businesses you do business with. Chances are good you can use scrip at many of them.
«  Know what's available —Familiarize yourself with the list of availabe Scrip cards.

s Involve friends, extended family, and co-workers—5ee if they would be willing to have you order some Scrip cards for them.

*  Think Gifts —Scrip cards make great gifts.

Using Your Profits

Fifty percent of all profits in excess of the $150 minimum can be used as credit toward tuition and other School fees. Families can
also donate all or some excess profits to the School and may ear-mark their donation to the following funds:

* General Fund
s  Scholarship Fund
*  Building Maintenance Fund

Excess Scrip profit donated to the School is considered a tax deductible contribution by the IRS. The minimum profit obligation of
5150 is not tax deductible.
